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EVALUATION OF THE CLINICAL TRIALS
Conducted at Merate Hospital

The obtained results have been first split into the various periods (months) and
then considered as a daily basis (data attached).

This approach has permitted a better understanding of the improvement trend for
the groups that used the electronic device.

In this way it was also feasible to look at the results from a statistical point of view.
The statistical analysis shows that the difference between the group with the
electronic device and the control group is statistically significant.
